A.lL. - The Industry's Most
Powerful Biotechnology

As a beef industry we are always
looking for the next silver bullet.
Gene markers, cloning, new EPDs
and indexes are just a few examples.
However, the most powerful tool a
breeder has is artificial insemination.
Al allows a breeder to utilize the best
bulls in the industry; literally level-
ing the playing field for breeders
regardless of their size and location.
Much of the guess work is removed
from breeding cattle, especially when
a producer makes the decision to uti-
lize high accuracy sires.

Al is one of the older technologies,
with unrestricted Al being accepted
from the inception of the RAAA in
1954. What has changed is the devel-
opment of numerous estrous syn-
chronization methods that make Al
far more successful and less labor
intensive. A great overview of these
different synchronization methodolo-
gies can be found on pages 90 and
91. By implementing one of these
systems, on cattle in good body con-
dition, conception rates can be high
and calving seasons can be tight.

For small commercial breeders, Al is
often the most logical way to imple-
ment a crossbreeding system.
Sophisticated crossbreeding systems
can be taken on with AI that would
only be possible for very large breed-
ers when natural service sires are
used. An all-purpose Red Angus bull
can then be used as a clean up sire to
assure that your whole calf crop has
maximum value and retention possi-
bilities on the heifers.

Al is such a powerful tool, but too
few producers take advantage of its
possibilities. My challenge to every
