GUIDELINES FOR THE JRA/SAL FORBES 

TRAVELING FEMALE PROGRAM

1. Applicants must be members of the National Junior Red Angus Association at time of application.

2. JRA members desiring to apply for a Traveling Female in their region must complete an application form and return it to the regional contact person by the published deadline.  Application forms may be downloaded from the JRA website or may be received by direct request from the Junior Programs Coordinator or the regional contact person.  The application process may include personal or phone interviews as well as the application questionnaire and possible essay on “Why I Want the Traveling Female”.   Selection requirements for the recipient of the Traveling Female are at the discretion of each regional committee.  Selection of the junior to receive a Traveling Female will be based on need, Red Angus interest and involvement, and suitability of facilities/management.

3. Applicants must be 20 years of age or younger for consideration.

4. Recipient of a traveling female must take possession of that female prior to calving.

5. Transportation of the traveling female is the primary responsibility of the junior recipient but assistance may be offered by the regional contact person in lining up possible transport, including such details as arranging to meet at a central location for pick up, helping coordinate transport of the traveling female with other show or sale cattle.
6. The Traveling Female must move to the next junior recipient in the fall each year (with the exception of the South region female which moves in the spring), following weaning of the calf.  Upon transfer of the traveling female with breeding information, the junior may apply for registration of the calf.  All required information for registration and Total Herd Reporting is the responsibility of the junior.  The junior registering the calf will be responsible for obtaining the required non-owner bull permit, if required, for registration.  The cost of the non-owner bull permit from the RAAA office will be waived for the owner of the sire.  Fees for registration of the calf are waived by the RAAA.  Also, fees for the transfer of the traveling female and THR of the traveling female are waived by the RAAA.  The female’s registration paper and the certificate of recipients will be issued by the RAAA office.  The certificate of recipients must accompany the paperwork for the female sent to the RAAA office, in order for the charges to be waived.

7. Rebreeding of the Traveling Female is the responsibility of the junior in possession of her.  A.I. is preferred, but natural service is acceptable.  Every effort should be made to keep the females on a regular breeding/calving interval.  Should a traveling female be open at time of transfer to the next junior, arrangements will be made for the junior in possession of the traveling female to supply another bred female to continue the program.

8. The reward for participation in the Traveling Female Program is the resulting Red Angus calf.  However, if the calf should die prior to weaning time, the junior must notify the regional contact person.  There is no guarantee of replacement of that calf and the bred, traveling female must continue in the program by going to the next junior recipient.
